Upon motion of Commissioner Salinas, seconded by Commissioner Perkins, the Committee 

unanimously recommended that the Commission approve the draft policy on annual 

contributions to the commission with a change to remove the portion of the policy concerning 

interest on payments, and to adjust payment timelines for the current fiscal year.
