8: Public Hearing

8.a Consideration of Proposed ‘“Annexation to the Aromas Water District of
Approximately 738 Acres Including All Parcels Within the Sphere of Influence in
Monterey County” (LAFCO File No. 06-11).

Sr. Analyst Mulberg provided staff report.

Public Comment

Brian Foust spoke in favor of the annexation. Robert Cardell, John Rodeno, Cathy Miller, and
Linda Murdock all spoke against the annexation. Larry Cain, General Manager of the Aromas
Water District, provided information on reasons for the annexation and fee details.

Commission comment and action.

Commissioner Calcagno provided reasons for supporting the annexation including
environmentally safe water to people that would otherwise not have access to safe water, and
long term water supply security for people who currently have their own wells.

He made the motion to accept the staff recommendation with the condition that Aromas could
not send any new “Will Serve” letters except for projects already under consideration. Following
discussion the addition was removed.
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Upon Motion of Commissioner Calcagno, seconded by Commissioner Perkins,
Annexation to the Aromas Water District of Approximately 738 Acres Including All
Parcels Within the Sphere of Influence in Monterey County (LAFCO File No. 06-11)
with a protest hearing to be held on April 28, 2008, was unanimously approved.
